There is a Saraswathi shrine inside the
temple opposite to the Ganapathy temple, Generally the
Saraswathi temple opens only during Dasami pooja
celebrations.

Compared with Your glory this earth is a small particle of dust, the waters of the seas are only a
drop, the fire is only a spark, the wind is like a slight breath, the space is but a small hole and all
the gods like Rudra and Brahma are like small insects. May such glory, which transcends all, be
victorious.

The earth is very large to us who inhibit it but to the cosmonauts who travel in space it looks like a
small ball and higher and higher one goes it is just a speck. The same concept is described here
as the universe from the point of view of the all encompassing reality the Supreme Purusha,
Narayana , the Brahman, is infinitesimal and insignificant.

This reflects the description in Srimadbhagavata of the cosmic form.

The first and supreme Purusha was the cosmic form, immeasurable, from whom the Time, the
primordial nature, which was the evolvent and the evolutes, mind, the five elements, ego, the three
attributes and the indhriyas originated. The gross cosmic form, virat, came from the subtle cosmic
form, svarat, and the individual entities, movable and immovable came from that.

Brahma told Narada that he was creating the worlds by the command of the Lord, Rudra is
annihilating the worlds by His command and He Himself protects the universe in the form of
Vishnu.

The whole creation is nothing but the Lord. He is the past, present and future. He pervades all and
extends beyond. His transcendence is declared in the Vedas as , ‘sa bhoomim visvatho
bhoothvA athyadhiShThath dhaSAngulam’(Purushasuktham) He pervades all and extends all
by ten fingers , which means that He is immeasurable, that is, He is beyond the count of ten
fingers. He is self-luminous and also illumines everything as the Sun does.
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‘Thamevabhaantham anubhaathi sarvam thasya bhaasaa sarvamidham vibhaathi,” says the
Upanishad, All luminous bodies like the Sun get their light only from Him and shine only by His
light. The whole universe is His sarira.

The remembrance of the cosmic form of the Lord puts the Azvar in the same state as Arjuna was
on seeing the visvaroopa and he says,

21. baddhenaanjalinaa nathena Sirasaa gaathraissaromodgamaih
kanThena svaragadgadhena nayanenodgeerNabaaShpaambunaa
nithyam tvaccharaNaaravindayugala Dhyaanaamrthaasvaadhinaam
asmaakam saraseeruhaaksha sathatham sampadhyathaam jeevitham

May our life be spent with folded hands, head bowed down in salutation, limbs in ecstasy, voice
muffled with emotion and our eyes following with tears each day imbibing the nectar of the
remembrance of your lotus-feet.

The devotee when he thinks of the Lord is transported into a realm of joy, when his eyes are filled
with tears of joy, and he completely forgets this world except for the experience of enjoying the
presence of the Lord in front. This could happen by remembrance or by seeing the form of the
Lord in temple or in pictures. That moment he only wants to unite with the Lord and does not want
to come back to earth. This is the real devotion and not the one thinking of Him for fulfillment of
some desire. Love the Lord for His sake and not for what He could give or do to you is bhakthi.

Oh Gopala, the sea of mercy, the Lord of the daughter of the ocean(Lakshmi), the destroyer of
Kamsa, the protector of Gajendra out of boundless mercy, oh Madhava, the brother of Rama
(Balarama), oh preceptor of all the three worlds, oh Lotus-eyed Lord, he beloved of he gopis ,
protect me who does not know any other refuge.

When the Azvar visualizes the Lord, the first reaction is the ecstasy beyond words. Next comes
the words of praise and beseeching His grace.

He is Gopala , protector of all , the word ‘go’ in Sanskrit having various meanings besides ‘cow,’
including earth .

He is krupaajalanidhi, the sea of mercy and the next name gives the reason, namely, that He is
the Lord of Lakshmi,, sindhukanya, who residing in His heart fills it with mercy.

He , however does not show mercy to the wicked and hence He is kamsaanthaka, destroyer of
kamsa.

He shows mercy to all beings is denoted by the word gajendrakarunaapaareena and He is
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Madhava, again referring Him as the Lord of Maa, Lakshmi. (maayaaH dhavaH)
He is Ramanuja, raamasya anuja, brother of Rama, meaning Balarama.

He is jagathraya guru, the giver of Gita and also because from Him the Vedas originated, which
are the gospel of all beings.

He is pundareekaaksha, thereby showing that he is beautiful as well and not formidable as a
guru.

The topping of all epithets is the name gopijananatha, which denotes His soulabhya souseelya
and vatsalya. He is the lover of all and loved by all. It is said that no other name pleases the Lord
more than gpopivallbha.

There is some confusion over whether Vashistha was one of the original seven.

The set of seven stars in the sky called the Pleiades in English and Saptarishis in India are said to
be these seven looking down upon us.

But these are the original gentlemen to whom we owe much of our mythologies, they keep
popping up in lots of stories and have important roles to play over the course of history.

The Saptarishis are instrumental in saving humanity from the first flood when Vishnu takes the
form of a fish to save the world from an evil demon who has swallowed the Vedas and acheived
immortality. To fight against him , the world gets flooded, the Indian version of the Biblical Flood
and Satyavrata the King who rears Vishnu as the fish and the Seven Saptarishis take refuge
aboard the Boat the Vishnu asks Satyavrata to build to save himself and all living species from
the flood.

The Saptarishis then are the harbingers of civilisation and later on help various kings and
personalities throughout the ages.
